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The only inland
freshwater light-
house in the South-
ern Hemisphere -
South  Australia’s
Point Malcolm
Lighthouse — will be
lit for the first time
~ | in 85 years next
month.

The lighthouse guided

&

paddle steamers
S through the lower
lakes of the River

Murray from 1878 to 1931.

Situated at “The Narrows” — a channel linking
Lake Alexandrina and Lake Albert — the light-
house was particularly important for boats
travelling between the townships of Meningie
and Milang.

Point Malcolm is on the opposite side of The
Narrows from the small community of Nar-
rung, which will hold an old fashioned dance
in the town’s hall on the night to kick off a
weekend of celebrations.

A lighthouse globe is being brought across
from Sydney for the historic lighting on Fri-
day, October 28, as part of Meningie's
150" anniversary celebrations.

Meningie Progress Association member An-
drew Dawes said the ports of Meningie and
Milang played important roles in the move-
ment of wool, livestock and dairy products.

“One of the most important roles the light-
house played was to guide the Royal Mail
from Milang to Meningie en route to Mel-
bourne.

The Royal Mail travelled by stage coach from
Adelaide to Milang, by paddle steamer for
the 53km voyage to Meningie before being
returned to a stage coach for the long haul
to Melbourne via Kingston, Naracoorte and
Mount Gambier.

By the early 20" century, the paddle steam-
ers Judith, Milang and Murray were carrying

passengers, goods and mail up to three
times a week between Milang, Narrung and
Meningie.

The lighthouse sits on top of a steep bank 25
metres above the water level and has a
range of 10km. It is under the care of the
National Trust and is believed to the only
inland lighthouse in the Southern Hemi-
sphere.

The white light atop the 7m-high concrete
building initially revolved with a flash every
10 seconds but was altered to a fixed white
light in November 1887.

The lighthouse can be accessed from a road
near the Narrung Ferry. The keepers’ cot-
tages are being restored for private use.

The opening of a bridge for trains and cars
across the Murray River at Edward’s Crossing
— now Murray Bridge — in 1924 and the es-
tablishment of a Narrung Ferry service in
1928 led to a reduction in paddle steamer
traffic. The Point Malcolm Lighthouse ceased
operation in 1931.

An automatic light on a pole has been in-
stalled next to the lighthouse, to guide rec-
reational and commercial traffic using the
river and lake system.

Dawes said he expected there to be a fair bit
of interest from lighthouse enthusiasts but
wasn't sure if many would make the trip to
Point Malcolm, which is about a two-hour
drive from Adelaide, the capital of South Aus-
tralia.

He said the Coorong District Council and a
team of volunteers were playing a crucial
role in cleaning up the lighthouse inside and
out ahead of the event.

“The Oscar W (paddle steamer) is going to
come over from Goolwa and that will be tied
up to the Narrung jetty the night the light-
house is lit and the dance is on so there'll be
a fair bit happening,” he said.

“But we haven't got a clue how many people
are going to turn up.”

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Meningie’s 150" anniversary celebrations will
also include a sailing regatta, concert, fishing

competition, vintage car display, kite festival
and a mail re-enactment.

Although the original light was fuelled by
kerosene, non-profit organisa-

tion Lighthouses of Australia has sourced a
suitable battery-operated Pharos Marine FA-
250 Marine Lantern for the occasion.

The lighthouse is expected to be lit from
dusk till midnight on October 28.

The Lighthouse will be open to the public on
the Friday afternoon and Saturday morning
(October 29), and while the Oscar Wand
other boats in the Milang to Meningie Re-
gatta travel through the Narrung Narrows
toward Meningie.

It will be re-lit at dusk on Saturday for about
two hours.

Lighthouses of Australia archives officer
Graeme Davis said the globe would be pow-
ered by a car battery on the night because
there is no electricity at Point Malcolm.

He said there were many inland lighthouses
in the northern hemisphere, mainly around
the Great Lakes in North America, but the
Point Malcolm beacon was unique in the
Southern Hemisphere.

“It's one of those things that will attract a lot
of attention and bring up a lot of inquiries
from right around the world,” Davis said.

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The Nursery continues to be a hub for
propagation and plant management, a
base for on-ground works & equipment
and a welcome cuppa and a chat are
guaranteed.

CBNEG volunteers have contributed over
4000 hours over the past 12 months in the
nursery and around the foreshore.

FORESHORE WORKS:

With the end of the CLLMM maintenance pe-
riod in September, Alexandrina Council is
now responsible for the weed control around
the trail. CBNEG volunteers have done a
vast amount of work to remove weeds and
encourage native grasses through regular
mowing, brush cutting and hand pulling.
Mulching around plants (Dunn’s Lagoon side)
has also reduced the growth of weeds to
date, and should greatly reduce the germina-
tion of caltrop at that site.

Several residents have taken on maintenance
of a patch of the trail with planting & weed
control through hand pulling & mowing
weeds, therefore encouraging native grasses
germination and survival. The self-seeding of
these grasses — Poa, Austrodanthonia, Aus-
trostipa, Chloris and Enneopogon is begin-
ning to be evident, with the grasses taking
the place of previously weedy areas.

The majority of woody weeds around the
trail have been removed by contractors,
changing the look of the site at the entrance
to the trail dramatically. Volunteers are now
targeting VedIt grass to remove the flowering
heads, and will follow up in late spring with
an application of herbicide. Small trees have
been planted to replace the woody weed
Coastal Tea tree and include Hakea mitchellii

and Melaleuca lanceolata.

Much mowing and brush-cutting has been
taking place around the trail, allowing the
native grasses to grow well.

PROPAGATION:

160 species were propagated at the nursery
this year, with approximately 30,000 local
provenance plants grown. The majority of
the sales were contracted for revegetation at
Clayton, Langhorne Creek & Hindmarsh Is-
land, although a good number were sold
through planned sale events as well as week-
end and mid-week open days at the nursery.

GRANTS:

CBNEG were successful with applications for
2 grants this year ($3679 total) to purchase
tools and equipment required for ongoing
maintenance of the trail, and health & safety
equipment for volunteers.

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There is so much
water around after
such a wet winter.

bers of water birds in our area because they
are spoilt for choice with wetlands further
afield.

We will still spot small numbers of the regulars
like Purple Swamp Hens, Coots, Pacific Black
Ducks, Black Swans, Cormorants, Pelicans,
Ibis and Egrets. Keep an eye out for any with
young. Recently I have seen a proud pair of
swans with six young cygnets.

I particularly enjoy watching the birds in my
garden. The raucous Red Wattlebirds and New
Holland Honeyeaters are always very bossy
and possessive of their patch during Spring.
And it's a delight to regularly hear and see the
smaller bush birds. Willy Wagtails, Superb
Fairy-wrens, White-browed Scrubwrens, Grey
Fantails and Brown Thornbills all love to fre-
quent the many bird baths that I have in my
garden.

One day I could hear the harsh scolding alarm
calls of the White-browed Scrubwrens and the
trill of a Fantailed Cuckoo close by. I watched
as the Scrubwrens tried to fend off the Cuckoo
that was obviously eyeing off a newly built
nest close by.

Fantailed Cuckoos and Horsefield Bronze-
Cuckoos are annual visitors to our area in
Spring time. They know where the smaller
birds are building their nests!

There were
minor changes in the order of some of the
top 10 birds — Common Myna, Galah and
Silver Gull were bumped down a place or
two, with House Sparrow, Red Wattlebird
and the Welcome Swallow moving up the
list.

You may have read in the Times that the

Milang and District Community Association is
the proud new owner of the historic Milang
Butter Factory after settlement occurred in
late July.

The iconic round-roofed stone factory build-
ing, built in the 1880s, is listed as a State
Heritage Place on the South Australian Heri-
tage Register.

The community association was able to pur-
chase the butter factory and adjoining cot-
tage with the assistance of a $325,000 fund-
ing grant provided by Alexandrina Council.

Volunteers have commenced the enormous
task of restoring both buildings with regular
working bees now occurring every month.

Once restored, social enterprise businesses
will be established including a cafe, art gal-
lery and eco-tours to provide destination tour-
ism and links with other local businesses.

Celebration of the completion of the

Coorong, Lower Lakes and Murray Mouth
Community Revegetation Project

The 100 strong party of attendees then
moved to the Hartnett Lighthouse Community
Revegetation Site where Goolwa to Welling-
ton Local Action Planning Association hosted
a celebration to recognise the achievements
of the CLLMM Community Revegetation Pro-
ject.

Will Miles from Goolwa to Wellington LAP,
Carole Richardson, Community Nurseries
Network, Karen from the Milang and Districts
Community Association and Tony Randall
from the Ashbourne Cricket Club all spoke
about their involvement in the project and the
amazing achievements.

Since 2010, the CLLMM Community Revege-
tation Program has engaged the community
to propagate and plant in excess of 1.5 mil-
lion local native plants covering 206 species
in 104 high biodiversity sites around the Co-
orong, Lower Lakes and Murray Mouth Re-
gion. More than 95 local community groups
were involved in the project, with a large ma-
jority of these groups planting in consecutive
years throughout the program.

The Coorong, Lower Lakes and Murray Mouth
Recovery Project is funded by the South Austra-
lian Government’'s Murray Futures program and

the Australian Government.
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
